Due to a conflict with the TRPA Board room, Rita Whitney informed the group the meeting will have to end at 12 noons.  Introductions were made and the agenda was revised to cover Round Robin as a first item.

Lucia from NDEP explained the results of her inquiry related to the last Water Quality Working Group special meeting on barriers to funding water quality projects.  It was brought up that funding from 319 grants could not be used for projects under an NPDES permit.  Since many were not at this meeting, JP asked her to include a brief explanation of the specifics for the funding and permits for distribution to LTIMP.

There was a brief discussion of the peer review of research and papers and adaptive management decisions.  JP felt it is definitely in the LTIMP mission to become this feedback group with and to the SAG.  He also asked that LTIMP reserve some part of the next several meeting to be the TAC for TRPA's upcoming 2001 evaluation, and the TIRS group slated for review of the new BMP Handbook.  For those who need a copy of the 1996 Threshold Evaluation, it is on the TRPA web www.ceres.ca.gov/trpa.

1) Urban SW runoff sampling Results  -Alan Heyvaert, UCD-TRG
 Alan presented some preliminary results on sampling of some 20 sites on 2-paired watersheds for urban runoff.  He tried to use some original sites from previous studies (Lahontan and TRPA).  Site selection was discussed, especially for background urban runoff.   Alan suggests developing a sampling strategy for measuring of discharge for urban runoff, somewhat related to what we are including in the monitoring guidelines. There was discussion of monitoring BMPs in place, Jason and Jay from the RCD's can provide areas that have been BMP'd.
Russ explained how the Martin Av automatic sampler was calibrated, and we talked about the problems of accurate flow measurements, rating curves vs. flumes, ect., especially for the Urban Runoff and Wetlands Efficiency grant recently awarded to TRPA.

2) Update on Upper Truckee/Trout monitoring map layer & database – Rita Whitney, TRPA   


There were handouts distributed of the spreadsheet and Arc View map for the Upper Truckee  watershed monitoring database.  Progress is being made, the subcommittee scheduled as meeting to work out details of site numbering among other items.  Further updates will continue at next meeting.
