AGNPS Modeling of Cold Creek Watershed-Vern Finney

Vern presented empirical models of non-point source runoff, AGNPS and AnnAGNPS.  These models were originally intended for use as a means of evaluating the quality of runoff from agricultural areas.  Vern has applied these models to the Cold Creek watershed using initial data from the NRCS. The results are interesting but more work needs to be done to validate the model, using actual samples, perhaps the data from Pioneer III.

Overview of TIIMS-Danny Rakestraw

Tricia York introduced the contractor selected to initiate the Tahoe Integrated Information 

Management System (TIIMS).  Danny presented several versions of systems they have developed for data management and exchange.  Some are web-based (Chesapeake Bay) other pc-based (Montana View).  Tricia explained that though the initial funding came from TRPA, much effort has been spent to bring in other agencies and cooperators, Lahontan and the USFS. It has been fairly well established the need for such a system, the next steps now are to identify funding sources and allocate the resources to create the system.  Some initial steps will be a user survey and workshops to discuss protocols and formatting.  There was much discussion and input among the LTIMP members to Danny as the group sees the great need for such a system, and has taken steps in that direction.  LTIMP would like to hear some examples from Danny on data types and formats, in particular to coordinate the protocols for these major efforts on monitoring from the USFS grants and others.  Timing here is critical to insure compatibility in data collection efforts.

Round Robin
There was little time left for round robins, Sherry Hazelhurst announced her transfer to the Utah FS as Assistant Regional Hydrologist, we wish her well and will miss her helpful smiling presence.

Sue Norman had email a few informational items related to the 2001 Federal Lake Tahoe Erosion Control Funds for Comprehensive Urban Runoff Treatment Effectiveness Monitoring, collectively known as CURTEM.  There was a meeting on August 6th for review of the monitoring plans submitted by the grant recipients.   As a result of the discussion on detection limits and constituents, LTIMP will be requested to review this list and develop recommendations for a standard list of constituents, detection limits, and QA/QC standards to ensure that all urban runoff monitoring projects conducted in the basin are adhering to the same standards, and results between projects will be compatible.
