Ken Taylor-- DRI Turbidity Spatial Survey

Ken shared the results of the last several years of continuous turbidity around the near shore of Tahoe.  The information can be found on this website in better graphic detail than a text description, http://www.dri.edu/projects/tahoenearshore.  There was some discussion on the ‘hot spots’ clearly shown as Tahoe City, Incline area, and the south shore.  Whether we can attribute these to general development, non-point sources, or sewer line leakage cannot yet be determined, and will be the focus of funding sources to pursue this data. There are several proposals and projects related to ground water and sewer exfiltration that will compliment this work.

Phil Bachand-- Chemical Phosphorus Removal

Phil recently complete a study  to look at the possibility of enhancing phosphorus removal through chemical means, and is involved in a lab-pilot scale to test some of these applications for the Kings Beach project.   His abstract gives a good overview of these techniques, which will be attached to the minutes.  This pilot will be looking closely at the Caltrans large scale testing of alternative treatments at the Meyers facility.  The Meyers pilot is fully described in report prepared for Caltrans, email Rita if you would like a copy.
