Congratulations to those hardy souls who made the meeting the day after New Years!! Meeting was called to order, introductions made and agenda was reviewed for changes or additions. 

Sue Norman—USFS 2001 Grant Cycle

Sue gave an overview of the TAC review for applications of 2002 grants.  Much of this years funding is a continuation of projects funded last year, either for pre-project monitoring or implementation.  Many of the projects funded by USFS also use CTC funding to enhance and leverage the project for monitoring that would not be possible without additional budget.  On the Nevada side the Nevada State Lands funding compliments USFS dollars.  The result is projects are not held up by lack of funding and the monitoring will feed back to revision of future design.  After allocating about $3 

million for 26 projects, there was about $ 90,000 left and the opportunity to do a chemical removal pilot project was presented by Phil Bachand.  This could be a good compliment to the Caltrans Stormwater Treatment project planned at the Meyers station.  She is asking for proposals and potential site locations for this project.  A copy of the proposal is included with these minutes, please contact Sue if there are questions.

Kim Carr—CTC Grant for coming year

Kim gave a similar report on the CTC funding for this year, a total of $5 million of projects to the 2 counties and the city.  The Biannual Water Quality Improvement Workshop held December 6 at Valhalla was well attended with a great collection of speakers for the morning meeting.  The afternoon brainstorming session brought out a good number of issues and concerns from project implementers to funding agencies to regulatory requirements.  The follow-up on hydraulic design and revisit of the 20 year 1 hour storm alternatives will be topics for the next year. 

Rita—TIIMS Data Entry Protocols

Tricia York (TIIMS contract manager) passed on a draft copy of a metadata entry form for the LTIMP to comment on and revise for the water quality pilot section.  Rita sent out the explanation file as an email attachment after the meeting and more copies will be available at next meeting.  This is the start to how the data will be solicited and entered into a database, so everyone’s comments are needed.  The Chesapeake Bay website is a good place to look for an idea of what they have and what we want, address for the main site is http://www.chesapeakebay.net, and the information website link is http://www.chesapeakebay.net/cims/index.htm.  The guidance link has a list of related sites, and the meta data guidelines is a pdf file which probably has most of what we need to be looking at.  There was some discussion of the fields in the metadata record, but overall most present felt it would work for LTIMP.  How large a data set can be handled and what the geographic location field coordinates where some topics that comes up.  LTIMP should appoint a subcommittee, perhaps a revision of the database group to try input a few projects and see what problems arise and changes that may need to be made.  On a related database note, the monitoring database completed for the Upper Truckee watershed has been updated to include LTIMP #’s for all the sites of the original GIS layer.  Some new sites have been entered, using the Qualified Exempt permits submitted to TRPA.  The database has now been moved back to our FTP site so that additional updates related to the position of automatic samplers can be added.  This will also be a component of TIIMS and relates to the TMDL unit for Lahontan.  Tricia is the contact here, tyork@trpa.org.
