The meeting was called to order, introductions were made, and the agenda was reviewed and adjusted to reflect Meegen Nagy was not able to attend and Melissa would cover her item on updates of the Army Corp projects.   A Water Quality Working group meeting on June 11 centered on a presentation of these projects and a brief overview is given below.

Army Corp of Engineer’s Tahoe Projects- The Corp has embarked on 4 projects in the Tahoe Basin, mostly assessments of existing data and compilation of data sources. The scope of these studies was the subject of the workshop help April 8 to determine goals and objectives Some of the work will be completed by the Corp, others are contracted out, and each has an extremely short time frame.  I have a file of the initial scoping meeting notes from April 8, as well as draft proposals and fact sheets for most of the projects.

The goal of the  “Comprehensive Groundwater Study is to determine known and potential nutrient (phosphorus and nitrogen) sources, groundwater flow direction and hydraulic gradient, and to recommend potential reduction alternatives for nutrient loading to groundwater”.  While this study will not involve any new data collection, the compilation and analysis of existing information will provide ease of access for future study and the risk assessment can be used to prioritize the recommendations for additional work.  September is the deadline for data collection, with the report out by Oct. 25.  

   
In the “Reconnaissance of urban drainage systems” the Corp has contracted CDM for a12 tasks related to evaluate four distinct urban areas in Lake Tahoe, specifically Tahoe City, Kings Beach, and Incline in the north and South Lake Tahoe in the south.  Tasks 1 through 5 evaluate current storm master planning and makes recommendations for future steps, while attempting to identify data gaps.  Task 6 through 11 would evaluate constraints to storm water treatment (high ground water, steep slopes, available land, ect.) and to look at the feasibility of regionalizing Operations and Maintenance and BMP’s.  Task 12 presents a report and recommendations.


The “Sewer line risk assessment” is also contracted to CDM and consists of evaluation of the existing lines in the SEZ’s and along the shoreline only and the potential for replacement.  They will be looking at pump stations also, material of construction, age of the lines and rehabilitation techniques.  This study is also planned for completion at the end of October. 


The last study was not specifically identified at the April 8th meeting but followed from examination of data gaps through the TMDL research process.  The “Stream channel erosion” project is to quantify sediment loads to Lake Tahoe from direct stream channel erosion and is scheduled for completion by June 2003.  The existing sediment transport data for tributaries will be used to develop sediment and nutrient transport rating curves, and used to model those streams that do not have adequate data, using AGNPS and CONCEPTS.  This work is through USDA-ARS National Sediment Laboratory.

 There was some discussion and questions on these projects, Dave Roberts explained the connection and importance to TMDL’s.  A question was raised on the sewer line assessment whether it was on public lands only, which we believe it is.  An example of private districts (GID’s) need to do a similar assessment was at Tahoe Meadows where lines are just as old and in close proximity to the lake.   Hopefully recommendations of this study will address this issue.

Guidelines—A copy of the guidelines was included in the latest agenda mailing and Rita had a few copies on hand.  There was some mistakes identified and some confusion on if this was the most updated version, which it is.  On omission was the letter Jack Ruckman from Nevada Licensing wrote on detection and reporting levels, which was mailed out the next day after the LTIMP meeting.  If anyone wants a copy of the guidelines as it stands now, please email Rita.  Comments are due by July 26th to Rita so a printout can be ready for final, final review at the next LTIMP.  Please remember if you are new to LTIMP, we have worked on this document for over a year and are not in a position for any major rewrite of any section.  You are welcome to provide detailed comments which will be included in a future update, at this point we are looking for major omissions, typos, those sorts of changes.  

Monitoring Feedback- At the last LTIMP there was some discussion of the adaptive management figure in the guidelines and how to implement this phases in a real time manner, in terms of closing the loop on results of monitoring and research and how it can effect new design of next year’s project.  The logistics of gathering a few people involved in a monitoring effort to sit in on the early design of a similar project was discussed and how the Storm water Design working group fills some of this need.  The SAG has also taken the inventory from Bob Larsen to expand the list for other types of research not captured.  Alan H. articulated the points these efforts could contribute to:

· The list of current monitoring is needed to identify what are some of the data gaps still existing, the Stream Channel erosion as one example of this.

· The monitoring feedback is need to inform design teams on effectiveness of the current projects and

· To provide funding organizations some justification that the data fills not simply some research topics but real solutions for projects that can be extrapolated to others areas around the basin.  

There will probably be more discussion on this as things evolve.

Round Robin- Some discussion of groundwater infiltration studies and the adding of a line in the guidelines for sampling of hydrocarbons brought up the STPUD/TRPA funding from the Restoration act.  The groups would like to hear about this study, the RFP is out now and due early August.  The other information that needs to get out is the 205J funded Sediment study.  Larry has been trying to get the entire report into a PDF format, Alan can get a copy of his section to try and distribute.

The pilot for chemical treatment is looking at a mobile unit so as to not constrict the study to one specific project site. 

TIIMS was discussed briefly and will be the subject for the ENTIRE SEPTEMBER MEETING.  Tricia York, program manager has arranged for the SAIC to meet with LTIMP for some detailed description on the metadata guidelines; focused workgroup sessions for TTIMS information needs/data management desires, and a question and answer session.  PLEASE make sure anyone involved in the data collection attends this meeting, I would specifically request;

The USGS has been meeting with SAIC on a larger scale, but this is our time with the people who are actually in the construction of TTIMS so let us make good use of this time.

The TMDL team is in the process of selection of monitoring sites and would invite any suggestions for storm water runoff in the intervening areas, to Dave Roberts at Lahontan in the next few weeks.  The next LIMP will have this as an agenda item.
