The meeting was called to order, introductions were made, and the agenda was reviewed.  As the main agenda was directed for TIIMS, round robin and announcements were brought forward.

Round Robin- The Protocols and Guidelines in ready for final PDF, Jennifer from ELDOT had requested some additions and updates to the costs and analysis tables.  A PDF version will be available on the TRPA website, hard copies for those special LTIMP attendees will be brought to October meeting.  

The Army Corp Stream Channel Erosion Project is now underway through the National Sediment Lab (ARS) in Mississippi.  They crew will be traveling to Tahoe in mid September to do actual field work, before then they need information on stream cross sections.  Rita and Dave R. will be putting a contact list together for Rob Wells from ARS, don’t be surprised when he comes to call.  It is extremely important to get as much information for this effort as possible.  The more info on streams they have, the better able to run and calibrate  the model., contact Dave if you have any questions.  

TIIMS -  Tricia York and the TIIMS consultant SAIC provided an overview of the objectives , timeframe , and current status of the information management system for the Tahoe Basin.  The majority of the rest of the meeting was spent as a workshop to determine needs and priorities of LTIMP members for the pilot project and the larger TIIMS.  CD’s were passed out with questions on metadata protocols, as a method for SAIC to capture individual and agency needs and desires.  These CD’s should have been filled out and returned to Tricia or SAIC, as they organize into the implementation phase of the pilot study. Any comments and suggestions are encouraged in this early planning phase.
