Topic Summaries:
1. Change of Chair-  After the longest  tenure as chairperson of LTIMP in recent memory, Rita passed the position to Chad Praul of the Nevada Tahoe Conservation District.  Chad is a nine year resident of the basin with degrees in Mechanical Engineering and Resource Economics.  He has worked as a scientist at LBL in Berkeley, in the outdoor industry, and currently is the monitoring program coordinator at NTCD.  His interests outside of work include backcountry skiing, and Ultimate.  Chad is honored to be in front of such an accomplished group of people, and feels foolish writing about himself in the third person.  Please remember to thank Rita for her four years of service!

This seemed like an appropriate time to assess the purpose of LTIMP and determine what members want from the meetings.  To that end, Rita passed out a survey and most attendees offered their thoughts and desires.  Please take 60 seconds to take the survey at the next meeting if you haven’t already done it.  We have already received valuable feedback and would be open to any comments and suggestions for our group.
2. Comments on Woodland Monitoring Proposal Options- The study attempts to measure the maintenance needs and effectiveness of an interesting new stormwater BMP located on the west shore near Rubicon Bay. The BMP is an infiltration gallery completely located beneath the roadway and utilities, and is composed of a drop inlet and manhole network with a series of perforated lateral pipes. Depending on the level of funding, parameters measured may include:  sediment quantity and quality, precipitation, infiltration effectiveness, and removal efficiency analysis of water quality constituents.  A lengthy comment period followed with suggestions that included additional precipitation measurement equipment and water quality constituent considerations.  Jennifer (graciously) accepted the comments and said that EDOT would integrate as many as possible within their budget constraints.
3. Comments on Lake Village Monitoring S.A.P.-  This project will quantitatively measure the effectiveness of residential BMPs and a capital improvement project (CIP) on a sub-watershed level at a group of condominiums in Lake Village, NV.  The monitoring will include pre and post construction data collection on an impacted and control areas.  The project will use a combination of autosamplers and passive samplers to collect the usual LTIMP constituents from the relatively arid landscape.  The monitoring is part of a Community Watershed Planning process, thus will engage 4 local residents and children from Kingsbury Middle School in rain/snow data collection.  Pre-construction monitoring will begin by mid October, and continue through the summer of 2006.  
Members made several suggestions including backing up the community precip. data with instrumentation.  Several volunteers agreed to read and comment on the whole SAP.  Additional Comments are welcome, request a copy of the S.A.P. from Chad at chad-praul@ca.nacdnet.org.
