Topic Summaries:
Caltrans Stormwater Treatment BMP Pilots – Kevin Murphy

Kevin presented the second year results of some very promising work on stormwater filtration media, coagulants, and mechanical treatments.  The research (funded by CalTrans) is designed to test innovative approaches to help Caltrans meet its surface and infiltration discharge targets.  Backgroud work found that very little of the stormwater coming from current rights-of-way (or current BMPs) is meeting 2008 discharge limits. The research facility includes 16 multi-tank systems at the South Lake Tahoe CalTrans Maintenance station which have allowed Kevin’s team to analyze the results of various combinations of chemical addition, sedimentation, filtration, and mechanical treatment on local storm water.  Filtration media included sand, aluminum oxide, activated alumina, and zeolite among others.  Chemical coagulants included PASS-C and polycrylimide.  The team also tested a high-cost (and very effective) mechanical system called Actiflo.


Kevin’s presentation showed that sedimentation and filtration did not meet their targets, while Pass-C dosing followed by sedimentation and filtration usually did.  The Actiflo system also usually met targets for P and turbidity (but not for N).  In the second year of research, the team increased the sedimentation time from 2 to 24 hours and still found that sedimentation didn’t meet their targets.  This additional research also found that new filter media (activated alumina, and expanded shale) always achieved their goals, however these filtration media also increased the dissolved aluminum concentration and pH of the effluent water.  These successes (where other BMPs have failed) have encouraged the team to continue with additional small scale testing of new filter media and chemical additives, two full-scale activated alumina filter pilot tests (near the SLT airport), and contaminant “breakthrough” testing for the promising medias..
